Women ‘s Empowerment, Gender Mainstreaming, Unesco Courier
The April-June 2011 edition of the Unesco Courier underlines that gender equality

is a “necessary condition for achieving internationally agreed development
activities” and one of the global priorities for UNESCO. This year is the 100"
anniversary of the first international demonstration staged by women to demand
the right to vote; a hundred years later, the UN launches UN Women. Executive
director of UN Women, Michelle Bachelet, spoke to the Unesco Courier and noted
that UN Women actively support and look for creative ways to empower women,
for example through financial empowerment or by integrating gender equality
priorities across national planning. She has called violence happening against
women “one of the most widespread human rights violations” and emphasised
that achieving gender equality is fundamental to achieving all of the UN Millenium
Development Goals (with 2015 as target date). She also noted that “gender
equality has a momentum it has never had before”. The editorial by Irina Bokova
names gender equality as “a powerful accelerator of political, social and economic
transformation”. Moreover, the website of the United Nations Development
Programme, in the "Women’s Empowerment” page, features a number of print
publications on gender equality, which are downloadable and can be printed in
pdf. One is the Unesco Priority Gender Equality Action Plan 2008-2013, with
enlightening information on how to practically implement gender equality in
various sections, such as in education, communication and information and the
natural sciences. The Gender Mainstreaming in Practice: A Toolkit, sets out the
steps which can be taken to implement gender mainstreaming into policy making.
Also, it contains definitions of basic terms and analyzes the reasons why the
absence of direct discrimination against women does not necessarily mean that
gender equality has been achieved. For more information visit
