Arrival and Departure
Travellers to the Republic of Cyprus may enter only through the legal points of entry: Larnaca and Paphos International Airports, or the Larnaca and Limassol ports. It is suggested that you use the Larnaca International Airport which is the closest airport to Nicosia (49 km).
Getting to Nicosia

Because Nicosia does not have an airport, you will have to fly in to Larnaca Airport which lies about 60 kilometres to the south-east of Nicosia. To get to Nicosia you can take a bus (Kapnos Airport Shuttle) which will drop you off at the center of the town where you can take a taxi to your hotel. The bus faire will cost 7 euros and you may need an additional 7-10 euros for the taxi (from the bus stop to your hotel). You can also take a taxi but this will cost 45 to 60 euro. There is a taxi stand as you come out of the arrivals’ hall.
